For her final project, Alexia developed a case 
study on the implementation of BioVision’s 
Integrated Management System (IMS), 
aligning ISO 14001 (Environment), ISO 9001 
(Quality), and ISO 45001 (Occupational Health 
and Safety). Her work mapped internal 
processes, identified improvements, and 
designed a framework that strengthens 

governance, efficiency, and a culture of 
continuous improvement.
Her research was highly commended by 
her academic institution, earning her a 
final grade of 18/20 and first place in the 
Environmental Engineering class of 2025.
This achievement reflects both personal 
excellence and BioVision’s ongoing 
commitment to knowledge, capacity 
building, and professional growth — proof 
that investing in people drives sustainable 
success.

The International Organization for Standardization (ISO) is finalizing ISO 
14001:2026, a major update to the Environmental Management 
Systems (EMS) standard. The new version introduces stronger 
requirements on climate change, biodiversity, and life-cycle thinking, 
aligning environmental performance with global sustainability goals.
As a certified ISO 9001, ISO 14001, and ISO 45001 company, BioVision 
maintains an integrated approach that embeds quality, safety, and 
environmental responsibility across its operations.
BioVision is now preparing to integrate the 2026 updates into its 
systems and projects, ensuring alignment with international best 
practices and reinforcing its commitment to sustainability and 
continuous improvement.

ISO 14001:2026 – STRENGTHENING 
ENVIRONMENTAL MANAGEMENT 
SYSTEMS 

BioVision successfully concluded the 
Monitoring and Evaluation (M&E) of 
the Rovuma Belt Project, implement-
ed by the Fundação para o Desen-
volvimento de Palma (FPDP). The 
project aims to promote sustainable 
livelihoods and carbon sequestration 
through the creation of a bamboo 
belt connecting communities in 
Palma and Mocímboa da Praia, con-
tributing to forest conservation and 
climate resilience.
The 2024 M&E exercise, conducted by 
Roque Cumbane, Rita Bento, and the 
BioVision team, assessed progress 
across the three project communities 
Ncumbi, Matapata, and Ngueo, cov-
ering indicators such as income 
growth, infrastructure access, and

environmental restoration. Results 
show tangible improvements in 
household living standards, with ben-
eficiaries demonstrating higher resil-
ience and stronger engagement in 
local development initiatives com-
pared to non-beneficiaries.
Through this collaboration, BioVision 
reaffirms its commitment to social 
responsibility, working alongside local 
partners to strengthen livelihoods, 
promote inclusive growth, and em-
power communities in northern Mo-
zambique. The project highlights how 
technical expertise and community 
participation can work hand in hand 
to drive meaningful social progress.

Food Security Under Threat from Climate Change
A new report, State of Africa’s Environment 2025, warned that climate change will cast a long 
shadow over food security across the continent. Key Findings: 
• With 2 °C of warming, over 50% of Africa’s population could be at risk of undernourishment.
• In sub-Saharan Africa, maize yields may decline by 22%, and in some countries like 
Zimbabwe and South Africa, yield reductions of over 30% are projected
• Freshwater availability, fisheries and coastal ecosystems are also under stress from warming, 
changing rainfall, and ocean acidification.

Floods & Climate Resilience
A major report indicated that record rains have hit 27 African countries, resulting in 2,500 deaths, 4 
million people displaced, widespread damage to cropland, and loss of livestock. Flood-related 
disruptions also prevented 10 million children, especially in places like the DRC, Mali, Niger, and 
Nigeria from attending schools, many of which were flooded or repurposed as temporary shelters.

Arctic Warming Sparks Wildfire & Carbon Risks
The Arctic is warming nearly four times faster than the global average. This accelerates thawing 
permafrost, increasing the risk of wildfires and releasing carbon stored in frozen soils—potentially 
creating feedback loops in climate warming.
